It is interesting to note that there is a primary way that the Bible uses more than any other, to
identify those who are the true followers of Jesus Christ. As a matter of fact, the Apostle Paul
uses this identity marker 164 times in his thirteen epistles. And not only does this description
address the spiritual sphere of our union with Jesus, it also highlights the spiritual benefits that
belong to those who have been rescued from their greatest enemies (sin and death), because
of our Lord’s vicarious death on the cross and His victorious resurrection.
