Our Sunday worship is a corporate expression of each worshipper collectively,
not only the children of God obeying the teachings of Hebrews (10:24-25) but
also by His design (Ephesians 4), meanwhile the privilege of His children.
Brothers and sisters can make their decision with prayerful hearts.
We are very excited that we can provide the online option for those who are
not able to attend church in person due to high-risk illness or inaccessibility
after we have reopened our church for on-site Sunday worship. This service is
a wonderful option at current time since they can participate. Please keep in
mind that while this is continued to offered for the above mentioned reasons,
these live-stream broadcasts are not an ideal substitute for worshipping and
fellowshipping with the body in person long term.
Hebrew 10:24 And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and good
works, 10:25 not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but
encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the Day drawing near.
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The two elders of GA plan to visit our church from 8/3 (Monday) to 8/5
(Wednesday) and meet with our church deacons and brothers/sisters. When
the detailed arrangement is set, we will notify brothers and sisters in a timely
manner.

From
now on, we will receive communion regularly at church sanctuary on every
4th Sunday of the month to remember our Lord.
